What you need to know before you apply for a grant!

Process for grant application:

· Aim to provide small grants to help things get started

· Normally £200-£2000

· Normal expectation of local additional funding

· Applications in line with aims & criteria document
· Applications normally made directly by young people

· “Young people” = 11-20 years

· Each application needs an adult sponsor and a corporate bank account

· Projects advertised and encouraged locally by diocesan youth & mission officers & ecumenical/agency partners

· Applications made on line but known by Diocesan Youth Officer (unique code needed to make application). DYO is asked for reference for each application.

· National YEF “advocate” may contact the applicant(s) by phone/email/text

· Decisions made nationally by YEF Grants Group

· Funding disbursed to applicants’ sponsors via Diocesan finance departments

· Project reports sent directly to YEF office

SCOPE:

Described – green are most likely supported to red not considered.

· Evangelistic or pre-evangelistic events; one-off or short-term

· Projects aiming towards youth congregations/fresh expressions of church

· Hardware/software

· Contributions to youth worker salaries/ongoing church-work costs
Examples of successful projects:
· School CU mission week

· Portacabin for village-based youth congregation

· ReCre8 - environmental-based outreach

· Retuned hand-bells 

· Golgotha - monthly outreach “for Norwich-dwelling Goths who might come to Christ”

Examples of projects where some funding has been given but only when part of a clearly defined project:

· Data projectors

· Internet radio/podcasting projects

Examples of unsuccessful applications:

· Support for individuals’ gap-year projects

· Additional Game Boy “because it’s boring having to wait for the one we’ve got”
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
