We hope that this challenge will be 
taken up by people in the churches, as well as 
seekers and enquirers who would like to explore 
the words of Jesus Christ.”

How to make it work?
Register on the website and pay up (£3) 

to receive the verses by text.
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2 Each day send on the verse you receive 
to every member of your youth group! 
(You’ve got time to buy some cheap 
text packages if you haven’t got free 
ones!)

3 Download the Weekly Leaflets which 
list the verses, pose questions for each 

day and, offer a challenge or two!

4 When you meet, learn together the 
verse for the day, pray about it and hear 
what God might be challenging you to 
do.

5
Check who has managed to read, 
learn, pray and/or do any of the 
words of Jesus since you last met. 
Share stories, video them, put 
them on the challenge website to 
encourage others.

6 Look together at how you can share 
the Good News of the Gospel with 
friends and peers. Check out the 
Youth Evangelism Fund info at www.
albandys.org.uk and see whether 
they are up for doing some mission 
stuff, and getting some dosh to 
support their ideas.
